How to Make the Most of Marketing Your Event

What is marketing?

Marketing is a communications umbrella that covers all the various ways you can communicate a desired message to various audiences through multiple media. Marketing includes some of the more familiar techniques such as advertising, promotions and publicity.

Why market your project or event?

Marketing, or more simply communicating, your event builds awareness of, and increases the attendance at your particular project or event. It is important to keep in mind that every project or event we host is part of larger marketing efforts of the chapter. Being highly visible in the community helps us recruit new members, donors, sponsors and goodwill.

Planning for marketing

Like all aspects of running a project, marketing requires thoughtful planning. Thinking through the following things should help get you on the right track for getting the word out.

1. What is the project or event all about?

2. Who is the project or event serving?

3. When is your project or event taking place?

4. Where is your project or event taking place?

5. Who should take part in the project or attend the event?

6. What is the desired outcome of your project or event?

Once you have answered the questions above you will be prepared to complete the Marketing request Form and discuss your plan with the Business and Communications Director.

Marketing your project or event to the Jaycees

There are numerous ways to communicate about your project or event to your local chapter and the state chapter. These should all be coordinated with the assistance of your director.

· Send an email to the Raleigh Jaycee Projects email list

· Supply your director with your project or event description for posting to the web calendar

· Make flyers to pass out at GMMs and Membership Socials

· Make announcements at the GMMs

· WORD OF MOUTH – talk it up with everyone you know

Marketing your project or event to the community

Use your Business and Communications VP and Director! They have knowledge and resources that you can tap to successfully get your information out into the community. The areas where they can help includes, but is not limited to, writing media releases and public service announcements, maintaining media contacts, designing print pieces, and helping you develop a marketing plan for your project or event.
